Perspective of Devil’s Detail 

Your School Funding = Local Tax $’s + State Contribution $’s

State Contribution $’s Formula:
-Your Enrollment
-Student Challenges (% Poverty, Special Needs, etc.)
-”Historical Elements”—e.g. past guarantee & caps
-Your local ability to RAISE Taxes—NEW CHANGE



Perspective of Devil’s Detail

New Proposal shifts funding:  According to your ability to raise taxes

Analytical work to date of proposals shows:
~50% districts lose, ~50% win … ➡ losers need to raise local taxes

Current proposal/formula is not transparent—long term impacts not 
shown

Many losers & winners are very difficult to explain…
